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EPA Adds Seven Final and 14 Proposed Hazardous Waste Sites to Superfund National Priorities List 


The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is continuing to make great progress in protecting public health, cleaning up the nation's hazardous waste, and encouraging economic revitalization and land reuse by proposing 14 sites to the Superfund National Priorities List (NPL) and finalizing seven more. EPA's selection of the 14 proposed new sites was based on various factors including: risk to human health and the environment, the need for urgent response, maintenance of a strong enforcement program, leverage of other cleanups, the level of support for listing from state, tribes, and communities and program management and resource considerations. At all of these sites, EPA will work with states, tribes, local communities and other partners in identifying land reuse options and opportunities where they can work together to spur economic revitalization.


In its recently announced Land Revitalization Agenda, EPA made a commitment that cleanup of contaminated land is not enough -- these sites must be available to the community to provide jobs, tax revenues and recreational benefits that did not previously exist. Revitalization and reuse will now be a formal part of planning at every site. The 14 proposed sites are: AMCO Chemical, Oakland, Calif,.Captain Jack Mill, Ward, Colo.; 68th Street Dump, Baltimore.; Madison County Mines, Fredericktown, Mo.; Newton County Mine Tailings, Newton County, Mo.; Ram Leather Care, Charlotte, N.C.;Troy Mills Landfill, Troy, N.H.;Rolling Knolls Landfill, Chatham Township, N.J.; Standard Chlorine Chemical Company Inc., Kearny, N.J.;White Swan/Sun Cleaners GW Contamination, Wall Township, N.J.;Armco Inc., Hamilton Plant, Hamilton, Ohio; Peters Cartridge Factory, Kings Mills, Ohio; Conroe Creosoting Company, Conroe, Texas; andJones Road Ground Water Plume, Harris County, Texas. 


Proposed sites must go through a public comment period before they can be finalized on the NPL. The seven final sites are: United Metals Inc., Marianna, Fla.; Ward Transformer, Raleigh, N.C.; Omaha Lead, Omaha, Neb.;Woodbrook Road Dump, South Plainfield, N.J.; Pesticide Warehouse III, Manati, Puerto Rico; Gulfco Marine Maintenance, Freeport, Texas; and Davenport and Flagstaff Smelters, Sandy City, Utah. 


These final seven sites are now eligible for Superfund remedial action funds. The NPL now contains 1,236 final sites. Cleanup construction has been completed at 850 sites and is underway at 384 additional sites. Environmental Security: A Homeland Issue�EPA is promoting strategies to protect critical infrastructure, such as drinking water and wastewater utilities from terrorist threats





Critical Infrastructure Protection


Many of us still remember the destructive picture at the end of the Persian Gulf War of Saddam Hussein's blowing up of his country's own oil fields. This deliberate act of terrorism caused much ecological harm and set an example of what capabilities are possible internationally and nationally.


The United States years later experienced another unwelcomed sign with the disaster of September 11, 2001 ("9/11"), and the twin towers of the World Trade Center. This incident focused attention on readdressing EPA's 30 years of protecting the environment and safeguarding human health. After 9/11, further cause for concern was demonstrated by the attacks of anthrax releases directed at several specific targets.


As a part of the EPA's home land security strategies, the commitment to assess and reduce vulnerabilities is a high priority, along with upgrading the detection and response capabilities for critical infrastructures. Also, there are six specific goals that center on the critical infrastructure protection process.


The goals provide security for drinking water and wastewater utilities, the chemical industry and those parties responsible for clean air. The U.S. Department of Homeland Security has already made an impact, as I have personally noticed municipalities beginning a process to get up to speed on the EPA's new strategies. Even though there were specific Risk Management Plans due in June of 1999, the efforts I am seeing transpire reflect a much more aggressive planning and training effort.
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Environmental Security cont’d


EPA is providing direct grants to large drinking water utilities for vulnerability assessments, security enhancement designs and/or emergency response plans. As plans are completed, emphasis on implementation of security enhancements will continue to increase.


By the end of fiscal year (FY) 2003, all water utility managers will have access to basic information to understand potential water threats, and basic tools to identify security needs. By the end of FY 2003, all large community drinking water utilities shall have identified key vulnerabilities and shall be prepared to respond to any emergency. By the end of FY 2004 all medium community drinking water utilities shall be in similar position. By 2005, unacceptable security risks at water utilities across the country will be significantly reduced through completion of appropriate vulnerability assessment: design of security enhancement plans, development of emergency response plans and implementation of security enhancements.


The next goal for the EPA is to work with all states, tribes and partners to enhance security in the chemical and oil industry. The risk of terrorist attack into industrial facilities that store large quantities of hazardous chemicals is a pressing homeland security issue. According to the EPA, there are 123 facilities where a release of chemicals could threaten more than a million people.


Dr. Evaristo J. ("Tito") Bonano, president and CEO of Beta Corp.International (Beta), states "there is a tremendous need to enhance our present efforts to systematically (1) identify the most vulnerable assets in chemical plants and refineries, (2) determine what are the likely terrorist aggressions against those assets and (3) assess the impact on those assets in the event of a specific terrorist attack. Such systematic assessments will provide the basis for identifying and determining the necessary protective measures that should be implemented." According to Bonano, "At the present there are no federal guidelines in place to require chemical plants to assess their vulnerabilities and to take steps to reduce them.," He adds that "tools for such type of assessments have been developed for use by the military and other government agencies in their facilities, and those tools can be adapted or modified to render them applicable to chemical plants and refineries." Beta has developed security assessment tools for the U.S. Department of Energy. There are 15,000 facilities that are subject to risk management plan (RMP) requirements. It is believed that the Homeland Security Department and EPA will create a high priority list to establish minimum requirements for the security improvement and reduction of potential hazards to the chemical industry.

"ORGANIC" and what it means to the Consumer!!





Organic is a universal word that has become a sort of bolt-on term to describe an array of products, practices and procedures perceived as healthy for man, animal and the environment. Worldwide, there are now almost 600 organic producer associations in 70 countries, each of whom has developed their own version of the meaning of organic. 


Virtually all definitions of the word tend to share common meanings, yet each definition has its own unique features. It is important to gather some understanding of how various sectors of the food marketplace tend to interpret their understanding of what organic means.





Organic on the label generally implies to the consumer that:





* The product was grown by a producer with a dedication to agricultural practices that strive for a balance with nature, using methods and materials that are of low impact to the environment. 


* The product was created as a result of a commitment to maintain and replenish soil fertility with the belief that the highest quality foods are grown on healthy land. 


* The contents have been minimally processed to maintain the integrity of the food without artificial ingredients, preservatives, or irradiation.

“STUMP THE CHMM”?

What can I expect in Georgia as a result of EPA’s Storm Water Phase II Final Rule publication?


Under Phase I of EPA’s storm water regulations, permit coverage applied to 1) “Medium” and “large” municipal separate storm sewer systems (MS4s), generally serving populations of 100,000 or greater, 2) Construction sites disturbing greater than 5 acres of land, and 3) Eleven categories of industrial activity.  The following is a summary of changed compliance items Georgia storm water control project managers can expect with the implementation of EPA’s Storm Water Phase II Final Rule.





The first change is required permit coverage of “small” MS4s (< 100,000 population) that are either located in an “urbanized area” (UA) or are specifically designated by the state.  A UA, as defined by the U.S. Census Bureau, is any core census block having a population density of at least 1,000 per square mile.  If a Georgia county has any UA in its borders, the entire city is regulated by Phase II storm water regulations.  For counties, Phase II regulates only the section designated as a UA.  In Georgia, based on UAs, 56 cities and 29 counties will have to apply for coverage under a Phase II MS4 general NPDES permit.  Georgia was also required to develop criteria to designate small MS4 for permit coverage.  Georgia’s criteria are primarily based on population growth rate and the presence of impaired waters identified on Georgia’s 303(d) list.  As of August 2002, Cordele was the only Georgia city required to obtain permit coverage based on designation criteria.  Designated MS4s must have applied for coverage no later than March 10, 2003, and have until December 9, 2006 to fully implement the Storm Water Management Plans.





Another difference in the Phase II Final Rule is the requirement for “small” construction sites to apply for coverage.  “Small” construction sites are those greater than or equal to one but less than five acres, and are required to apply for permit coverage starting in early 2003.  The US EPA allows for two potential waivers from the permit based on “low rainfall erosivity” or “certification that controls are not necessary based on a TMDL or equivalent analysis.” However, the GA EPD does not allow for such waivers.  A Phase II permit is expected to finalize in July or August 2003.

The Georgia EPD will also require sites to obtain coverage if either the EPA or EPD determine that storm water controls are needed based on waste load allocations that are part of total maximum daily loads.
